Procedure Requirements on the Grant for Young Researchers Attending Overseas Academic Conferences
1. This grant is intended to subsidize the expenses of young researchers who attend international academic conferences and symposiums held outside Japan and present their research outcomes on crop science, and to promote international exchanges among young researchers and for the development of studies on crop science. Members living overseas are also eligible for the grant if they plan to attend international academic conferences and symposiums held in Japan.
2. Those eligible are the members of the Crop Science Society of Japan (including student members) who are under 37 years old as of January 1 in the year of the academic conferences or other events that they plan to attend and who have not yet received this grant. It is not allowed to have public expenses and other subsidies to cover a part of their travel expenses incurred in attending these conferences. 
3. The amount of the grant is 100,000 JPN yen or less per conference per person and will not exceed 500,000 JPN yen per year. The expenses incurred in the grant project are covered by the International Exchange Fund and other funds.
4. For the latter half of 2025, we will accept applications for a few grant recipients who attend academic conferences and other events to be held between October 2025 and March 2026. The deadline for grant applications is September 22 (Mon.), 2025. Applicants must fill out the form, which can be downloaded from the Society’s website, and send two copies (one as the original copy and the other one as the duplicate copy) to the Executive Deputy Treasurer of the Crop Science Society of Japan by mail. Applicants must be members of the Crop Science Society of Japan (including student members) at the time of grant applications.
5. The Committee for Promotion of International Exchanges reviews grant applications and selects grant recipients within a month based on the application forms. The review criteria include the importance of the conferences that applicants plan to attend, the performance and future prospects of their research, and the need for financial assistance. The result of the review will be informed to applicants by the Executive Deputy Treasurer through mail. 
6. The grant recipients must submit certifying documents on the expenses (receipt of application fee for academic conferences, receipt of travel expenses, orininal boarding pass for airplane, and itinerary) to the Executive Deputy Treasurer as soon as they have returned. The grant will be transferred to the designated bank account after the certifying documents are confirmed. Within one month after they return to Japan, they must submit an attendance report (around 1,000 Japanese/English characters) to the Executive Deputy Treasurer. The reports will appear in the Japanese Journal of Crop Science. They must publicize Plant Production Science in the conferences attended and, in principle, the content of their presentations will be submitted to Plant Production Science as academic papers.
